Aguiar Storms to Win in East Hart¢ford

Alex Aguiar (North Dartmouth,
MA) won his ninth title with an
exciting 254-233 championship
victory over 9-time champion
Tony Reynaud. Aguiar
qualified for match play by
leading the Saturday night
squad with games of 213, 288,
234, 214 and 202. After a one
round bye, as the #2 seed, he
defeated four fellow champions
en route the final match. The 31
year-old started the final match
with two 10-pins then started
stringing strikes. His opponent
suffered an open in the third
frame then matched Aguiar’s
strikes until the ninth frame to
give Aguiar a 24 pin lead.
Aguiar got up in the tenth
needing a mark and good count
to lock up the win but left an 8-
pin then went high for a 6-
count to give Reynaud the
chance to win with three
strikes. Reynaud left a 9-pin to
give Aguiar his 9th title. The
righty won $1,900 plus a entry
into the Ebonite Tournament of
Champions in  November.
Aguiar, the 2009 Bowler of the
Year, made the medium scoring
lane conditions look easy by
averaging 241 in match play
compared to the field average
of 202.

Tony Reynaud (Harwinton,
CT) also earned a spot in
match play on the Saturday
night squad shooting games of
180, 219, 237, 228 and 232 for
1096. After receiving a bye, the
right-hander eliminated four
champions before falling to
Aguiar 254-233. Reynaud is
one of the most successful
bowlers in NEBA with wins in
September and December of
last year for a total of nine
career titles and two Bowler of
the Year honors.
